2 tsp caster sugar
80z (250g) plain flour
20z (60g) freshly ground Parmesan cheese
2 tsp dried or 2 tablespoons chopped fresh rosemary
Y teaspoons paprika
Pinch cayenne pepper or mustard

Preheat oven to 180 degrees C/Gas mark 4
Lightly grease 2 large baking trays

Beat butter with sugar until light and fluffy

In a separate bowl combine flour, cheese, rosemary
and paprika; add to butter mixture
Mix with hands to form a dough
