- Une pizza aux champignons = a mushroom pizza (several mushrooms on the pizza, so it’s plural)

To make a verb negative, you use
ne...pas.

It makes a sort of sandwich around
the verb:

Je suis =/am
Je ne suis pas = [ am not

If the verb begins with a vowel or
‘h’, use n' ... pas

J'ai = | have
Je n'ai pas de = / don't have

Jai un frére = | have a brother

Je n’ai pas de soeur = [ don’t have
a sister (or ‘any sisters’)

DEFINITE AND INDEFINITE ARTICLES

In French, a noun needs an article

3

(not like a newspaper).
This can be definite or indefinite.

In English, the definite article is ‘the’. It talks about a noun specifically:

In French, it depends if a word is masculine or feminine as well as how many there are.

The indefinite article is not specific and refers to ‘a/an’ or ‘some’:

PLURALS

Most words are made into the plural form by adding an —s:

J'ai deux chats = | have two cats

The main exception is when a word may end in an —x in the plural. There are two common examples
for pets:

J'ai trois chevaux = | have 3 horses

J'ai quatre oiseaux = | have 4 birds




ADJECTIVES — POSITION AND AGREEMENT

In French, most adjectives (including colours) )
come after the noun they are describing. w
un chien blanc a white dog

A few adjectives, including grand and petit, come before the noun.
un grand chien a big dog

As we already know, nouns in French can be masculine or feminine, as well as singuw/ar (just one) or
plural {more than one). The endings on adjectives need to ‘agree’ with the noun they are describing.

You don't need to add an -e’ on the end of adjectives already ending in an ‘e’, e.g. ‘rouge’.
Some adjectives are irregular and follow their own patterns:

Un chat blanc = a white cat

Une souris blanche = a white mouse
